MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HANKERTON PARISH COUNCIL
Held on Monday 7 March 2022 at 7.30 pm in the North Aisle, Hankerton Church

Public Questions/Receipt of Petitions.  None.

Urgent Matters at Chairman’s Discretion.  None.
5.
Minutes of Last Meeting.  The Minutes of the 10 Jan 22 meeting had been circulated in advance.  The minutes were approved and signed.

6.
Finance.  The account was on course to end the year on about £3600 credit.  The following payments were agreed:
· Cheque 441, £1149.20, to the Clerk, annual salary.
· 442, £287.30, to HMRC, Clerk’s PAYE.

· 443, £40.46, Clerk’s expenses for the year.
7.
Cllr Vacancy. There was still one vacancy for a Cllr.  A candidate had come forward – Jas Moorley of Stanbury House.  The PC voted unanimously to co-opt her onto the PC.  She was in the room so took her place at the table directly and for the rest of the meeting, also signing her Declaration of Acceptance of Office.

Platinum Jubilee.  The Grapevine would produce a special hard-copy edition which needed no funding support as it was to be sponsored.  There was to be a street party in Follyfield on Sun 5 Jun, open to all, which would make a small attendance charge but should also be eligible for an Area Board grant of £75 (action by Clerk); PC funding support was not requested.  On other possible ideas, the following were discussed:
· A bench.  The real question was where to put it.  Robin Tjolle would research.

· A Platinum Jubilee Walk (event), which could also be signed as such, perhaps marked with an engraved stone.  Jacqui Erskine-Crum to lead on the proposal.

· A tree could be planted on the churchyard western edge; a rowan/mountain ash was suggested.  Jas Moorley would lead.
· For information – there was to be a Jubilee Service of Celebration in the church at 9.30am on Sun 5 Jun.

9.
Solar etc Update.  Piers Johansen briefed on a recent meeting he had had with Wilts Council.  It was possible that the Minety Solar Farm application might come before the Strategic Planning Committee in the next few months.  The Clerk mentioned 2 new battery storage site applications intended to be linked to the Upper Stonehill sub-station, one on Pond Lane in Charlton Parish, the other off Dog Trap Lane in Minety Parish.

Repair of Turning Circle Outside Church.  Dai Davies said that he had negotiated with Nick Durnford to scrape and roll the surface for £500.  He recommended this action as an immediate although short-term solution, given that the long-term solution of a proper Highways repair of the area might take years as it would need to find its place among other major priorities.  The PC agreed that he should task Nick Durnford, and also liaise with Jon Christensen over the possibility of spreading new gravel after Nick Durnford’s work; but the cost for this would have to be brought back to the PC for approval.

Speeding.  Dai Davies outlined the results of the latest traffic surveys: outside Bambury Hill Farm – average speed 27.7 mph, 85th percentile 34.2 mph; at the bridge over the brook just north of Follyfield – average speed 32mph, 85th percentile 39mph.  The PC agreed, encouraged by Wilts Cllr Elizabeth Threlfall who was Chair of the Malmesbury CATG, that a request for a speed limit should now be put to the CATG.  The Clerk reminded the meeting that a speed limit survey usually cost CATG £2500 of which the PC was usually asked to pay 30%.

Public Electric Car Charging.  This item had been prompted by the Area Board looking at coordinating possible action by PCs across Malmesbury Area and asking what action was happening so far.  The Clerk suggested that the questions that would need answering once we looked at it were:  Why?  Where? Installation cost?  Operating system and costs?  Cost to customers?; and that to answer the Why? question we would need to know how many (and which) residents would be unable to home-charge their car, ie a short survey would be needed.  The PC did not want to run this survey yet.

Community Environmental Plan.  Robin Tjolle reported that there had been no response to his note in the Grapevine asking whether any resident wanted to take part in writing a Community Environmental Plan.  The subject was left at that.

Defib Training.  Jacqui Erskine-Crum asked for a phone number on which to contact the trainer (a relative of a resident).  The Clerk would provide it.  Afternote: the trainer is no longer able to run training sessions.
15.
Village Litterpick.  The date was Sat 26 Mar, 10am, RV on the Green (‘Turning Circle grass’).  Robin Tjolle would organise publicity.  The Clerk would get the equipment.  Robin Tjolle also thanked David Pynn for regularly picking up litter while walking around the village.

Best Kept Village (BKV).  The PC agreed to enter the BKV.  Robin Tjolle would write the statement accompanying the entry form.  Dai Davies said he was organising wild flowers for the verge at the Cloatley Road junction (at no cost to the PC).

Hillwell Streetlight.  The Clerk reported on his attempt to get the Hillwell streetlight working again.    A response was awaited from GreensquareAccord Housing.

Footpaths Update.  Piers Johansen reported.  The first Footpaths Group Walk would be on 20 Mar and would be publicised on the village website.  Wilts Council ROW had agreed to deliver material for a split gate on Brook Farm land.  He thanked Nick Durnford for filling a puddle opposite Common End Farm and Pam Walkinshaw for uploading her photographs.

Planning Update.  Applications considered since last meeting: 1 Follyfield 1st floor link to existing study, 17 Follyfield alter design of permitted application, Hankerton Priory increase containers to 16, all no objection.  Applications decided in Wiltshire Council since last meeting: none.   Currently under consideration:  35 Chapel Lane demolish and re-erect replacement.   Earlier Planning Applications not yet decided: Minety Solar Farm, Five Lanes Solar Farm, Allspheres Farm 3 holiday units, Minety South BSF condition variation, Yew Tree Farm PNCOU to convert barn to dwelling resubmitted with undertaking to dismantle other barn.

· Jacqui Erskine-Crum observed that the Byway just east of Allspheres Farm needed some repair.  She was advised that this was Rights of Way (ROW) business – Piers Johansen and Wilts Council ROW.
